It hasthe
DIY community buzzing abou its modern snazzy appeaance, ease of applicaion andthe low price
Liquid SurfaceCreaions™ provides a3 dmensiond liquid glassappeaanceto aimost any surface
Home renovators and rew builders love it becaise you can make something unique by adding your own
credive design effeds onfloors, kitchen splashbads, shower and bathroom wall s and floors and awide
range of other surfaces.

Liquid Floor Art™ was first developed for the Nutech Paint display stand at the 2004Melbourne HIA
Home Ideas Show. Although the product was not for sale & that time it attraded significant interest and
undoultedly resulted in ou “Best Stand Award”.

The concept for the product came from the growing demand for pali shed and coloured concrete floors in
shops restaurants, haels and aher commercial floors. The Liquid Floor Art™ range incorporates
existing and rewly developed paymer techndogy and off ers awide range of colours and textures which
are eay to apply and low odou. The rangeincludes user friendy water based and nonrsolvent based
polymer floor coatings.

Liquid Floor Art™ is very econamica compared to conventional tile and carpet solutions. It isalso alow
alergy floor coating which prevents mould, baderia, dust mites and moisture to assst asthma and all ergy

sufferers. It is hed, moisture and sunlight resistant. Market reseach haindicated that with increasing home and
mortgage wsts, low cost flooring products are highly sought after by 1% home owners, architeds, buil ders and

renovators. Low cogt, attradive and duable flooring solutions are aso attradive for showrooms, shops,
restaurants and aher commercia buil dings.

Initialy our ideafor the Liquid Floor Art™ was intended for domestic and commercial floors. We have
been very pleased by the unexpeded damestic and trade interest generated by the product and
subsequently receved hundeds of trade and export enquiries for the foll owing innovetive ating
requirements;

shower walls & bases,

timber andsted stairs treads,

table tops, sideboards & coffeetables,

After looking at the wide range of potential markets we dedded to seek Patent protedionfor the
chemicd compasition and appli cation technique for this new product and kroaden the potential for the
product by registering the name Liquid SurfaceCreations . Accordingly Liquid Floor Art  and
Liquid SurfaceCredions isthe same product for diff erent appli cations.

In ealy April 2005we were granted Provisional World-Wide Patent Protection for Liquid Surface
Credions in approximately 100 Courtries covered hy the International Patent Convention. The
courtriesincluded importantly cover the USA, UK, EU, Australia and parts of Asia. Separate Patent
protedionis being sought for some individual countries outside this Convention.

One of the biggest potential markets for this new product is a kitchen splashbadk aternative and we ae
invaved in dscusgons with a number kitchen manufadurers and major buil ding product supgiers.

Eventually the product will be supfied pre-fabricaed on coated compressed cement board of various
sizes i.e. 900mm x 1200mm, 900mm x 2400mm and 900mm x 3000mm. It can also be applied on a
speda manufadured low density palyethylene shed. This died is available 0.9m high upto 20 metres
long in ore piecefor commercia applications. It can also be welded together to make very large panels
if required for shopfittings or solid floors over cradked concrete, tiles or wooden floors.

The pre-fabricaed cement sheds are eay to cut and trim with a simple diamond Hade on a hand held
angle grinder, eledric or with a fine hand saw. Simply mark with a pencil and then cut. Edges do nd
chip o delaminate during cutting leaving clean smoath lines for nea detail work.

DIY customers will be able to puchase the shed at building supdy outlets such as Bunrnings, take the
shed home and trim it to size, use liquid nails to glue it in paceover any existing or new surface ad
siliconjoints or use a oloured payurethane sedant for a nea finish. This whole process $ioud take no

more than several hoursto oltain "aperfed finish". )
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Alternatively customers may wish to puchase and pre-trim cement shed to the @rred size and then coat
the board themselves to creae aunique and stylish design.

Can be aut, drill ed and shaped easily with norisk of cradking. Very sharp fine alges are prone to
cracking if handed roughly during install ation a cutting.

Power points and aher instalations requiring holes or drilli ng can easily beinstalled by respedive
trades or the home owner.

Liquid SurfaceCredions can aso be gplied in athin semi-transparent layer on Perspex or glassto

crede an interesting visual effed using bad lights as an example. Some testing has been successully
completed with freshly cured product applied onthin bcard and Perspex which is then curved to form

corners and interesting circular structures.

Liquid Floor Art  can be gplied dredly onto the following floors;

f clean prepared concrete - awater based low odou epoxy primer may be required,

f stable ceaamic, concrete or terra wttatiles - light surfacegrinding required,

f sted sheding - degreased and cleaned suitably

f weld jointed high density payethylene or paypropylene sheding.

This product is nat suitable for cradked tiles with live moving cracks and timber floors including boards
and chipbaard which have joints because the product will eventually crack along movement joints.

Liquid SurfaceCredions is alitable for furniture, shopfittings, signs or other structures provided
joints have been screwed and glued rigidly. The structures can be constructed from timber, craftwood,
plywood,cement shed, sted, plastic, concrete, terra mtta or other similar building material.
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Any joint movement may eventually result in the gopeaanceof crads, athough the durability and knack
resistanceis substantialy better than conventional thin pdyurethane or similar paint finishes.

Liquid SurfaceCredions is 100% waterproof and can even be used onsurfaces under water such as
concrete ponds, statues, swimming pods, fourtains and aher water feaures.

Future Markets and Overseas Agencies

Liquid SurfaceCredions was developed entirely by Nutech R&D andisaunique and nowl use of
paymer resin techndogy. No similar product is avail able to our knowledge and a World-wide patent
seach has nat reveded any similar product onthe market or in development. We believe the marketing
potential for this product is greaer than any product manufadured by our Company to date. For this
reason we have taken considerable legal stepsto proted the intelledual property.

The potential for this product in awide range of marketsis enormous. We ae seeking partnerships and
expressons of interest for overseas agencies and dstributors.

Application Rates

Liquid SurfaceCredions isapplied at arate of 1 to 1.5litres per 1 square metre of surfaceusing a
trowel applicaiontecnique. The White/Green Glasscolour requires approximately 2 square metres per
litre due to the low opadty and glasslike gpeaanceof this colour.

Smocther finishes and dark colours will require gproximately 1 litre per 1 square metre resulting in a
coating thicknessof 1.0mm. High buld textures and lighter colours require 1.5litres per square metre
resulting in a @ating thicknessbetween 0.75to 1.0mm.

Using aroller or brush interesting textures can be obtained with more e@namica applicaionrates up to
0.5litres per 1 square metre.

It isimportant to nde that on commercial and hgh wea surfaces such asfloors and kitchen benches a
top coat of water based Nutedch Aqua Polyurethane is recommended to reduce scuffing and scratching.
Low wea surfaces auch as deoorative wall panels and splashbadks do nd require this protedive mating.
The Aqua Polyurethane is applied in ore or two coats at the rate of 1 litre per 10-12 square metres per
coat.

Refer to the next sedion regarding primer requirements. Nutech Accopd 847 and PaveCoat are applied
at approximately 6-8 square metres per litrein ore wat. Nutech Aqua Epoxy isapplied at 1 litre per 10-

12 square metres. 4
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SurfacePreparation and Primer Requirements

On clean new compressed cement shed priming is not a pre-requisite unlessalight colour is being used
or adark colour baseisrequired for speda effed. The Snow White and White/Green Glasscolours
require awhite primer coat. For kitchen splash badks next to gas hot plates Nutech White Aqua Epoxy is
recommended becaise it is hea resistant. For non rea areas Nutech Accopd 847 a PaveCoat are
recommended. For light coloured LSC awhite primer coat is recommended.

If using on compressed cement sheding which will be used for shower wall s or bases, seding al sides of
the board and edges is highly recommended to proted the compressed shed and substrate if joints or
edge sedsle& eventualy.

To improve surface ahesion on poous surfaces or sed wet aress and povide abase for light colours,
we recommend one @at of Nutech Aqua Epoxy applied at 1 litre per 10-12 square metre or Nutech
Acoopd 847 a PaveCoat applied at 1 litre per 8-10 square metres. Allow 12-24 hous curing before
applying Liquid Surface Do nd exceeal 24 hous before overcoating.

On nonporous surfaces light sanding or grinding is recommended to provide asurfacekey. On these
surfaces aprimer isnot required uessalight colour isbeing used. It isvery important to ensure that the
surfaceto be aated is clean and freeof contamination from grease, ail, food, drt, sili con, chewing gum,
confedionary, flaking paint, varnish or other old coatings before gplying Liquid SurfaceProducts.

Experimenting with dark coloured primersfor blue, green, gold, red and aher top coat colours has
provided very different and interesting finish effeds.

Refer to Nutech surfacepreparation Guidelines for full detail s before gplication. Nutedh accegts no
resporsibility if inadequate surfacepreparation results in adhesion problems. Testing for adhesion on
unspedfied surfacesis reammended before commercia use.

Adhesion onsmoath glass sirfaces isimproved with the aldition o a suitable glassadhesion promoter or
primer.

Liquid SurfaceCredions isnat recommended for concrete surfaces where hydrostatic water presaure
isaproblem from beneah the wncrete, e.g. wet sub-basement floors and onfloors above stean or
cooking equipment in commercial buildings. Osmotic blistering can result if inadequate surface
adhesionis established and hydrostatic moisture is present. Testing moisture content in concrete floorsis
recommended before commercial applicaion d Liquid Floor Art p roducts. Moisture levels shoud be
below 5%.

New concrete floors, concrete repairs and cementiti ous patching and self leveling compound must be
allowed to cure for aminimum of 28 days under normal weaher condtions before goplying Liquid Floor
products. Where surfacefilli ng and leveling is required Nutech Epoxy Patching compounds are
recommended which can be overcoated within 24 hous.

To creae longer cement sheds apiece ca be alded to the end of a panel before wating using fibre
reinforced fiberglassor with fibre reinforced Liquid SurfaceCredions.
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Mixing, Curing & Application

Liquid SurfaceCredions is supgdied asa?2 parts mix;
Part A Colour - 5 partsby volume

Part B Hardener - 4 parts by volume

The mixing ratio is very important and we recommend that all the Part A is added to the Part B as
suppied and then stirred thoroughly. Adding extra hardener will not improve the product and can cause
problems for the finished appeaance  Part A with Part B must be mixed with ahigh speed drill for
approximately 5 minutes. The product is then rested for several minutes and the drill ed again for an
additional 2 minutes. Mixing with astick or slow drill will not adequately combine the two comporents
and problems such as alossof adhesion, appeaance, glossor other detrimental results can occur.

After mixing the product will be useable for abou 30 minutes, subjed to ambient temperatures. At 30
degrees Celsius the product will read faster and the pat life will be reduced.

After applicaion at 20 Degrees C. the product will take gpproximately 2-4 housto initially harden and
24 hous before it can be touched and moved. After 48 hous the product can be caefully cut & trimmed
however it will still be‘grean and can be scuffed, scratched and damaged if careis not taken to proted
the new surface The product will t ake an additional 10 daysto read full cure and ultimate hardness

If the mixed Part A & Part B isleft in the can for toolong athermal readionwill occur and the container
and contents will beaome very hot. Oncethisreadion keginsthe ating isnolonger usable. Thereis
norisk of fire, however caution shoud be taken handling the hot container.

If a coated panel or part is placed in an oven o hea chamber for 1 hou after application at 50-60
Degrees C. the aating will be touch dry after several hours and full curing will be reduced to 24 hous.

Heaing aroom with central heding or external heaers will rapidly reducethe aring time.

Application Tedhniques & Information

It isimportant that the room where the product is applied has an ambient temperature of more than 18
Degrees C. Applicaion and curing below this temperature may result in blushing and urettradive
surfacedefeds. Do na apply in dired sunlight. The anbient temperature shoud be maintained below
30 Degrees C. inthefirst hou after applicaion to enable adequate time for application tod defeds such
as bublesto release and self level.

The recommended applicaion and finishing tod isa180mm (7 inch) Sted Gauging Trowel. For large
panels andfloorsit is easier to spread the product quickly and evenly using a 100mm x 335mm or simil ar
Roundend Sted Trowel. For fine pattern finishes asmall er pointed or rounced trowel is useful.

It isalso passbleto finish the aating with asmoath or textured roller. Using a patterned o leaher 6
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grained roller provides avery even stipple finish. A very interesting stippled effed can be obtained using
thistechnique. Dragging abrush or broom over the spread coating can also provide an interesting
grained effed. Spray applicaionisaso pasble which isavery econamicd technique, dthough amore
solid colour finish is obtained and spedali sed equipment is required.

Experiment with swirls, straight lines, waves and rough textures. Y ou have time to experiment.
Beinspired! Crede an infinite variety of designs and finishes with dfferent appli cation and finishing
tods. Thisispart of the designer fun - have with Liquid SurfaceCredions |, just as the name suggests.

At this dage Liquid SurfaceCredions must be gplied onaflat and horizontal surface After drying it
can beinstaled in any pasition. For bathroom wall s we suggest coating 6mm Vill aboard  and gluing
the shed with liquid nail s over the isting tiles. Sed joints with coloured Fullers  Polyurethane
Sedant and hey presto —“a perfed finish!”. Future formulations may be suitable for application dredly
on haizontal wall s and surfaces.

Cutting, Trimming, Installing & Sealing Splash Backs

When using Liquid SurfaceCredions  for kitchen and bathroom splashbadks the @ating must be
applied onémm thick compressed cement board.

For example CSR Villaboard isrecommended by the manufadurer for wet areass, kitchen splash badks
and similar uses. For purely decorative purposes thinner board is acceptable and MDF, Plywood,
chipbeerd, sted sheding or any other flat surfacemay be preferable for weight or strength reasons. For
Artworks and deaorative paneling thinner MDF or ply woodis adequate.

At present Liquid SurfaceCredions applied on Gnm compressed cement shed can be installed where
the distance between the verticd surface ad agas burner is more than 200nm (refer Sedion onFire
Safety Below). Independent testing (CSIRO) is being undertaken regarding the install ation o kitchen
splashbadks closer than 200mm of a bench cook top. The product istotaly nonflammable and high
temperature resistant and testing by Nutech Paint confirms this will be passble.

After the coating is cured the panel can be measured and trimmed to size using asimple 4 inch damond
blade on an angle grinder or circular saw. Pladng strips of masking tape adjacent to the ait line will
prevent acadental scratches or damage on rew ‘green’ surfaces from saw or angle grinder guides and
bases. Before or after install ation the panels can be drill ed to mark corners for power points and aher
switches then cut out’s removed easily with asmall angle grinder.

Panels can be pre trimmed for exad sizing, and then post coated to ensure aperfed fit. Edges sroud be
caefully trimmed with a sharp knife for a dean finish while the watingis gill wet (e.g. within 1 hou).
Dragging a knife dong the edge may drag fresh coating, so care must be taken. After the mating is
cured you can file or sand the edges for avery nea and clean finish. Take cae when brushing dust off
the surfaceof new boards. Compressed Cement Shed contains sand and cement powder which isvery
abrasive if wiped ower the fresh coating.

To install the product use Liquid nail s or other suitable Polyurethane or Epoxy Adhesive onthe rea of
the shed. Make sure an even film isapplied. Pressthe shed onto the bading and temporaril y tape or v
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braceonto the wall until the adhesive sets.

This glashbadk product can be install ed over existing til es and glass craded tiles and glass plaster
board, timber framing, ply wood, stone, sted or other simil ar structural surfaces.

Seding edges and joints with bench tops with a clea silicon a coloured Polyurethane Sedant after
installationis highly recommended (e.g. Fullers or Sikabrand). This prevents water penetration kehind
the panel where damage may occur over time to the cement shed or structure behind.

Floor Slip Hazard

Unlike aglossceramic til e, the poymer surfaceof Liquid Floor Art h asasdlight rubbery fed and most
shoe soles grip very well to bah wet and dy surfaces. At the HIA Home Show chil dren were trying to
dlide onthe glossy surface ad were tripping up dte to the unexpeded grippy nature of the surface

With any smoath surfacehowever wet fed onawet surface ca present aslip hazard. Spill s of aily fluids
or food can aso crede pedestrian safety hazard situations.

Adding extratexture to the finish when applying will provide additional texture and pedestrian grip.

AsLiquid SurfaceCreaions Pty Ltd will not be involved with the applicaion a installation no
resporsibility can be accepted. Nutedh Paint Anti Slip Additives are recommended for shower bases and
other similar wet areas to guaranteepedestrian safety.

Cleaning & Maintenance

The surfaceis gmilar to a glosspalyurethane finish onatimber or stone surface It can be scratched and
marked if metal or stone objeds are dragged aaossthe surface

Cleaning with amicrofibre doth, water and soap is recommended. Adding a small amourt of Methylated
spirits or other suitable mild nonabrasive deaner may be required occasionally to remove stubban
marks and kefore future reaating to strip the surface tean.

Applicaion d asuitable liquid floor palish will extend and enhancethe gloss sirface prevent damage
and make deaning easier. Refer to Nutech LSC Maintenance Guidelines for more detail ed information.

Blad shoe tread marks can be easily wiped dff the surfaceusing adry or slightly wet micro fibre doth
mop.

If the Liquid Floor Art surfacebecomes suffed the surface ca be fully restored similar to a pdlished
timber floor. Light sanding with wet and dy sandpaper and applicaion d anew clea coat will restore
the surfaceto a new appeaance Alternatively a‘cut-n-palish’ treament simil ar to the technique used for
automotive atings will restore the surfaceof LSC. On kitchen splashbadks and bench tops the wea
charaderistics will be very different to afloor and 10to 20yeaslife expedancy is predicted provided
harsh and abrasive deaning products and scourers are avoided. It is possbleto lightly sand, ptch o
even repair avertica splashbad and spray apply one dea coat to restore the surface aany time dter
install ation.
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On large floors wea charaderistics are expeded to exceal the performance of atimber floor if two coats
of Nutech Aqua Polyurethane ae gplied over the LSC. On small high wea areas surfaces sich as
commercial counterswill scuff quicker and some maintenancewill be expeded. However, urike
Melamine, Laminex , PVC, stainless $ed, stone or painted surfaces, Liquid Surfaceproducts can be
restored to anew condtiontime andtime ajain asrequired. Because the product is econamicd you
could also apply adifferent colour over the top as fashion and colour schemes change to kegp upwith the
times.

Product Safety & Handling

Liquid Surfaceproducts do nd contain solvents, lead or other dangerous or toxic chemicds. Cleaning
tods, spill s and equipment may require the use of Nutedh Epoxy Solvent (for fast adion) or less
hazardous Methylated Spirits (for slower readion). These solvents are highly flammable and hazardous.
Refer to spedfic Nutedh Guidelines and Application Data for the crred and safe use of these products.

If you are mating asmall splashbadk or floor you can throw away the trowel and stirrer after the @ating
dries. Inthisway you can keep thejobtotally solvent free

Liquid Surfaceproducts contain chemica poymers (resins), spedal effed pigments and colourants
which are not toxic in the liquid or solid form. With any chemicd paint normal safety precaitions sioud
be taken to prevent skin and eye contad by weaing goves and goggles and to prevent ingestion by
persons or animals during application. Some people may become all ergic to the liquid resin resulting in
contad skin dermatiti s with continual use. Infrequent or one off use of the product is highly unlikely to
cause any problems provided contad is avoided with the liquid coating. If you are sensitive to chemicds
we recommend that you do nd use the liquid product and puchase the pre-fabricaed shed.

Weaing impervious gloves, eye gogges and long sleeve dothing during mixing and appli cation will
prevent skin and eye contad and reducethe requirement to use hazardous olventsfor clean up. Thedry
coating istotally nontoxic and contains no dangerous products. Normal safety precaitions shoud be
taken when cutting, grinding, sanding or fili ng the dry product. Use of adust mask and eye gogglesis
recommended during this process

The product is a strong adhesive and will bondanything that becomes wet with the liquid coating. Clean
up spills immediately with Methylated Spirits or Nutech Epoxy Thinners. These Thinners are highly
flammable. Avoid Thinner contad with naked flames or ignition sources. Read “Safety Diredions’ on
the containers before use. Refer to Liquid SurfaceCredions & Thinners Material Safety Data Sheds
for additional safety and user information.
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Kitchen Spashbacks, Bench Tops & Fire Safety

Where akitchen splashbadk or bench isinstalled behind a gas or open flame coktop, speaal
precaitions are required to proted combustible surfaces including the bench top, wall and bulding
structures underneah decorative surfaces.

Australian Standard AS 5601- 2004Gas Install ations applies to new installations, alterations
and extensions commenced after the 4th November 2004. Under Clause 5.2.50f the
standard appli ances (cook tops) must be install ed in accordance with the Manufadurer's instructions.
These instructions normally spedfy the distance between the nearest burner to an adjacent verticd
combustible surface(wall).

The Australian Standard AS 5601 - 2004Gas Install ations al so states that protedionis required uncer
Clause 5.12.1.1to ensure that the surfacetemperature of a wmbustible surfacedoes nat exceal 65
Degrees C. above the ambient temperature.

For example, a200mm separation between the nearest burner and any combustible material is required
where atoughened glassor stainless $ed splashbad isinstalled to comply with Clause 5.12.1.1 Glass
and sted products condict hed very well and surfaces behind them such as timber badking or framing
could be heded to the point of combustion, unesssuitable insulation a adequate separation dstances are
provided.

Liquid SurfaceCredions applied ona6mm compressed cement board such as Villaboard isnon
combustible andit isnot agood rea condwctor. However, the surfacethat a Liquid SurfaceCredions
splashbad is glued to might be combustible for the purpose of the Australian Standard e.g., timber
framing or plasterboard etc.

We ae mnducting independent testing to confirm that Liquid SurfaceCredions can belocated closer
than 200nm to the neaest gas burner. Thistesting shoud be mmpleted shortly and results will be
natified on ow Web Site.
